Students in Grade 7 will be asked to select 7 courses from the categories that foliow
and will be registered in 5 of those choices. We will do our best to give students their
choices for complementary courses, however, they are not guaranteed all of their
selections as option availability varies dependent on terms. Option course selections
are not ranked so please CHOOSE CAREFULLY!

Any complementary courses with insufficient enroliment will be canceled. Ifa
course is canceled, students will be enrolled in an alternate course from their
selection.

Students are asked to complete the registration process with their parents/caregivers
using the Parent Portal system. In order to do so, students are asked to log in to their
accounts and access the class registration section on the tabs on the left hand side of
the screen.

Option Course Description

Art - General

The emphasis in the program is for students to explore as many different art techniques and media as possible. The
program consists of the study of art elements and principles through demonstrations, observations, viewing and
discussion of artistic works.

Drama - General

Drama requires a positive attitude and loads of energy! Students will have the opportunity to be involved in all
aspects of theatre focusing on individual and collective creation. Specifically, they will explore topics and themes of
interest while also developing the skills involved in improvisation.

CTF Business — Computers (INF)

Students gather information and process it from one form into another. Students in this program will take the time to
explore and develop their understanding of “Chrome” word processing, spreadsheet, and presentation programs and
their add-ons and extensions. Possible careers explored in this program include word processors, typists, data
administrators, information systems consultants, and quality assurance analyst.

CTF Communication - Photography (COM)

Students discover and develop skills for relaying a message effectively using various forms of media including
animation, print, photography and audio/visual. Possible careers explored in this program include social media
specialist, photographer, and editor.

CTF Communication = Project Science (DES)

Students learn about the creative process from conception through development in architecture, industrial design,
engineering, interior design and fandscaping. Possible careers explored in this program include architect, civil
engineer, and engineer.

CTF Human Services — Foods (FOD)

Students examine the role of food, looking beyond consumption to production, visual appreciation, nutrition, meal
planning, economics and preparation; learn the various human pursuils on species and ecosystems. Possible
careers explored in this program include baker, chef, cook, kitchen helper, and dietician.

CTF Communication = Fashion Studies (FAS)

Students design, manufacture and market clothing and other textile products as well as study the history, sociology,
and economics of clothing and textile arts. Possible careers explored in this program include fashion designer,
fashion illustrator, fashion model, and exhibit designer.



CTF Human Services — Recreational Management (REC)

Students develop skills useful for coaching, fitness leadership, sporl performance, athletic therapy and leading
recreational activities. Possible careers explored in this program include personal trainer, recreation coordinator,
sports instructor, and recreation facility operator.

CTF Resources = Outdoor Education (ENS)

Students will enjoy a mixture of physical aclivities and hands on learning to get them out into the fresh air safely.
Some of the activities may include first aid fraining, orienteering, hiking/backpacking, rock climbing, emergency
preparedness, cross country skiing, snowshoeing and various other activities. Possible careers explored in this
program include paramedic, survivalist, camp director, outdoor adventure guide and park warden.

CTF Technology ~ Construction (CON)

Students develop skills in the use of tools and materials used in construction processes, and safely transform
common wood materials into useful products; leam the various skills of the respective trade. Possible careers
explored in this program include carpenter, civil engineer, installer, insulator, roofer, and tile setter.

CTF Human Services - Forensic Science (FSC)

Forensic Science is an option intended to interest both science-minded and creative thinking students who would like

to apply scientific principles in real world settings. This course allows students an opportunity to take a course that is
of interest to them, while also developing a realistic understanding of forensics evidence-gathering techniques and

the issues that arise when using forensics evidence. Students will also be able to explore possible career pathways in

forensics

CTF Human Services — Leadership (LDSHP)

Student leadership and service development is integral to developing positive school culture, that teaches students
the power of collaborative tleams, and that focuses on the betterment of communities. These leadership and service

experiences help students to understand that leadership includes both the ability to lead and to follow. At the grade 7
level, students will explore the concepts and skills of leadership.
